2. Dahlia, twenties, redhead (could also play Jes and Shannon) 

3. Valerie, mid-thirties, brunette 

4. Jes, any age (can also play Dahlia and Shannon) 

5. Police Officer (can also play Wes, Medical Examiner, and Fred ) 

6. Chief Hunter (can also play Mr. Blackmore and Ty) 

7. Medical Examiner (can also play Police Officer, Wes, and Fred ) 

8. Wes, early twenties (can also play Police Officer, Medical Examiner, and Fred) 

9. Fred (could also play Medical Examiner, Wes, and Police Officer) 

10. Shannon, mid-thirties, ice-blond (could also play Jes and Dahlia) 
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11. Mr. Blackmore, late fifties, dignified and dapper (can also play Chief Hunter and Ty) 

12. Ty Alveraz (can also play Mr. Blackmore and Chief Hunter) 

Setting 

A Bed & Breakfast, Josie’s office, a jewelry store, and Josie’s kitchen in Rocky Point, New
